Project Hosting Enhancements

Feature: Enhanced performance and administration
All of Autodesk's vertical collaboration services share one common technology platform (Autodesk® ProjectPoint™) for project hosting activities. This platform has been enhanced to make administrative tasks easier to use. Administering larger sites and managing larger teams have both improved in terms of performance and usability.
Benefits:

· Enhanced permission control, including a matrix-like interface for assigning permissions across entire folders and projects
· New ‘deposit’ permission that allows members to contribute and add information without the ability to change or delete anything
· Ability to clone projects – including files, folders, members, and permissions – makes it easy to copy projects and setup project templates

· Faster login speed

· Better system performance while managing larger sites
Offline Viewing

Feature: View Streamline files without an Internet connection

Streamline 5 provides offline viewing capabilities for when you require access to digital design data but do not have Internet access. You can view the same Streamline file online or offline – for access anytime, anywhere.
Benefits:

· Download a Streamline file from your site and view it without Internet access
· Create a Streamline file from your CAD application and view it offline before publishing to Streamline for others to review
· View digital design data whenever you need it – whether you’re at your desk, on the shop floor, on a plane, or at a customer location
· Send a Streamline file to a colleague via email
Indexed Full Content Search
Feature: Search across files for Streamline content
Streamline 5 features a new ‘full content search’ capability that is based on the same technology used by Internet search engines. The content of Streamline package files (i.e. properties, component names, etc.) can now be searched in a matter of seconds. The ability to return fast search results is based on a pre-computed index that is updated each time a Streamline package file is uploaded to your site.
Benefits:

· Search across entire folders, projects, and sites for components with particular content – such as properties (part number, design status, cost center, etc.) and other design data
· Search Streamline files published from AutoCAD for text, blocks, and attribute names
· Boolean operators and wildcard expressions are available to help narrow your full content searches for more precise results; for example, use an asterisk (*) to match any number of characters and/or use the AND, OR, and NOT operators in an expression
· Search the most recent version of a file or search ALL versions

Multi-CAD Compatibility
Feature: Publish Streamline files from PTC’s Pro/ENGINEER
Autodesk Streamline is extending its publishing capabilities outside Autodesk’s own suite of CAD products. The first module that will be made available is an extension/plug-in for the Pro/ENGINEER application from PTC that enables you to publish 3D Streamline package files from the native Pro/E environment.

Benefits:

· Publish Pro/E parts and assemblies to the Streamline hosting environment

· View Pro/E parts and assemblies offline without the need for a CAD license
· Experience the benefits of Autodesk Streamline with customers, suppliers, and trading partners using Pro/ENGINEER in their suite of CAD applications
Vault Integration

Feature: Integration with Autodesk Inventor’s vaulting capabilities
One of the key questions when viewing digital design data is: ‘Am I looking at the most recent version of the data?’  The Autodesk Inventor Series provides vaulting capabilities for checking-in design files and managing versions. Autodesk Streamline is integrated with this vaulting capability allowing small workgroups to decide when to publish data to external team members on your Streamline site.
Benefits:

· Publish data outside your company’s firewall – to extended team members – at designated design states (i.e. work in progress, released, etc.)
· Automatically publish a Streamline file to your online site when a new version of the CAD file is checked into the vaulting system; ensure that you are sharing the latest and greatest information to your suppliers, partners, and your customers
· Get the right data to the right people at the right time
· Create relationships between related Streamline files and CAD files
Enhanced Graphics Support
Feature: Extended support for texture mapping

Previous releases of Autodesk Streamline introduced support for texture mapping on 3D part and assembly components; textures can convey design intent such as material and surface smoothness. Streamline is extending this support to textures that are applied to individual features and faces.
Benefits:

· Capture design intent through textures applied to faces; for example, applying a ‘shiny’ material to a face can indicate a machining or polishing operation on that face
· Use texture maps to represent real-world parts and features thereby achieving an accurate visual rendering without the need to model each and every part.
Globalization

Feature: Unicode-enablement

In an effort to extend Streamline’s reach in a global economy, the entire product has been Unicode-enabled. From the authoring tools to the back-end servers to the Streamline user interface, the digital design data and intelligent content is in Unicode format allowing the data to be rendered properly in localized operating systems.
Benefits:

· All Streamline data (component names, properties, etc.) is written out in Unicode format – ensuring that the data itself is globalized
· View the data correctly in different localized operating systems, including ALL data rendered in Streamline dialogs and controls
· The same data can be rendered in French, Italian, German, Spanish, Japanese, Korean, Simplified Chinese, and Traditional Chinese

RFQ (Request For Quote) Process

Feature: Integrated RFQ process
Most manufacturing companies require an RFQ process for sending and receiving quotes from their suppliers. Streamline provides a simple, easy-to-use method for tracking the RFQ process in Streamline’s centralized environment. This allows companies to utilize forms to facilitate the distribution and collection of quotes (and related information) from various sources. Streamline’s project hosting environment allows for easy management and tracking of all this information throughout the process. 
Benefits:

· Attach Streamline files to RFQ forms – allowing your suppliers to post and access robust, streaming design information (2D and 3D) and help make decisions
· Attach related documents to RFQ forms to help describe a complete request or proposal

· Assign forms to individual team members with specific deadlines – thereby ensuring accountability throughout the process
· View several RFQ forms in detailed, spreadsheet-like ,logs, – allowing you to make birds-eye assessments based upon the data fields presented in the log
· Check your personal ‘dashboard’ for any outstanding RFQ forms that were assigned to you or that you assigned to someone else
· Administrators can check project dashboards for RFQ status at a macro level
